Groups eventually come together to share and learn from each other. Tiered assignments should be: -Different work, not simply more or less work -Equally active -Equally interesting and engaging -Fair in

terms of work expectations and time needed -Requiring the use of key concepts, skills, or ideas. The teacher can use the materials in this unit as he or she wishes to tier assignments to the advantage of their students.
