The United States Government is based on the rights and
responsibilities of Citizens listed in the Constitution of the
United States. Because the men who wrote the
constitution in 1787 did not want the president of the
United States to be a king, they divided the power of the
government into three equal branches. Each has a job to
ensure citizen rights and hold each citizen responsible.

The three branches are the executive-the president, vice-
president and his cabinet, the legislative or Congress
which is made up of the House of Representatives and
the Senate who are elected from each state, and the

judicial which is appointed by the president and voted on
by the Congress.
